Alliance for Military and Overseas Voting Rights Membership Form

Prospective member organizations of the Alliance for Military and Overseas Voting Rights (hereafter Alliance) are required to sign on to the following principles and goals for 2009:
Alliance Principles

1. Military and overseas voters must be provided adequate time to receive, complete, and return their absentee ballots.

2. States should adopt standardized procedures for registering Uniformed and Overseas Citizens Absentee Voting Act (UOCAVA) voters, delivering blank ballots to them and receiving the cast ballots from them.

3. Congress and the states should expand and accelerate research and pilot projects to find technological solutions that provide a secure, efficient and convenient means for military and overseas voters to cast their ballots.  

4. The election system should serve both military and overseas civilians.

Alliance 2009 Goals

1. The Alliance is the recognized voice for UOCAVA voters.

a. Alliance membership encourages maximum membership and advocacy organization participation.

b. Meetings are held at least quarterly.

c. At least two major press conferences are held, one on January 29, 2009 to announce the Alliance’s establishment.

d. The Alliance builds capacity in states with large military and overseas civilian populations.

2. Each chamber of Congress holds at least one hearing on UOCAVA reform in the 111th Congress.

3. At least six additional states adopt laws mandating online delivery of blank ballots at the UOCAVA voter’s discretion.

4. Pew will complete a comprehensive analysis of state and federal legislative environments for UOCAVA voting reform in the spring of 2009.
5. Comprehensive UOCAVA voter reform and standardization legislation is introduced in each chamber of Congress.

6. Bipartisan champions in the House and Senate are identified to push legislation.

7. The new Administration takes immediate action to improve federal oversight and support for UOCAVA voting.  The Alliance will develop specific recommendations by the end of February 2009.
8. Specific improvements in voting assistance are implemented for military families.
Organizations must choose between three classifications of membership: “Active Member,” “Partner,” and “Supporter”.  Active Members of the Alliance sign on to the aforementioned principles and 2009 goals as well as make a reasonable attempt to attend meetings, press conferences and Alliance events.  Partners sign on to the aforementioned principles and 2009 goals, participate when possible in Alliance activities, but do not assume a leadership role in Alliance efforts.  Supporters sign onto the Alliance’s mission and activities, but do not have a vote in its deliberations.  Any Member or Partner may propose or comment upon content – e.g. letters, testimony, press releases, fact sheets, etc. – offered for consideration by the Alliance.  Members and Partners may decline to endorse any communication proposed by the Alliance or any of its Members and Partners.
